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they sprout leaves you can see for yourselves and know that summer is
already near. So also, when you see these things taking place, you know that
the kingdom of God is near. Truly | tell you, this generation will not pass away
until all things have taken place. Heaven and earth will pass away, but my
words will not pass away. ™

| can think of many other ways to tell when summer has arrived other than looking at the fig

of course, there are those who look at the calendar for the official start of summer. Just like we
have unwritten signs that let us know when the seasons are changing, Jesus tells us there will
be signs that will mark the coming of the kingdom of God. If you read from the beginning of
Luke 21, you can read about these signs. There has been much talk about interpreting those
signs and others in the scripture to predict certain dates for the end of time. If you are reading
this, then one group that used the signs to predict May 21, 2011, as judgment day were sadly
mistaken. They are probably recalculating already. Then there are the future predictions.
Every generation has looked at the signs and tried to predict the end. Yet, | don't think the
signs or their timing are the most important part of this passage. | think the important aspect of
this passage is not found in the actual signs, but on what those signs mean. Just like we look
for the signs of summer because we know what that means, the vacations, fun in the sun,
warm weather, longer daylight hours...the Luke passage lets us know that the kingdom of God
is coming. That God will establish His kingdom, that God is not going to abandon us, and that
God will take care of His chosen people, that is what is important, not the actual signs, but
God’s promise to us to be faithful.

Remember that just as the seasons are constant and faithful, so is our God to the promise of
our salvation. After all, that is what the kingdom of God is all about: salvation.

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Sewing with a Purpose

For the past several months, members of the Social Ministry Committee and other
volunteers from Trinity and the community have been engaged in creating weighted
lap pads. These weighted lap pads have been found to be effective with children with
ADHD, types of autistic behavior and other disorders which cause attention disorders
in children. The weight helps the child to focus and relax.

The pads are filled with poly pellets, a small plastic like bead, and fiber fill. They also
have a flannel covering appropriate to the child who receives it. Thus far, we have
given away 39 pads to children in the Blair County area at no cost to the child. If you
are curious as to what they actually look like, there will be a sample on the table in the
Sunday School room.

We were fortunate to receive Care Abounds in Communities funds from Thrivent
Financial for Lutherans to purchase the pellets and have gotten donations from
individuals and businesses in the area to cover most of the costs so far. Itis hoped
that we can continue this program as the results have been very satisfying. We ask
the parent of the recipient to return a feedback form and the following are some of the
comments we have received.

Grandmother of a 3 year old severely autistic girl
“My granddaughter’s school has only the vests.....but these lap blankets
are ideal.”

Mother of a 4 %2 year old son
“Thank you Trinity Lutheran Church Social Ministry Committee for making
the pad. My son is 4 Y2and attends preschool for children with develop-
mental disabilities. When | was given the lap pad, | was so thankful. It is
important for him to feel secure and have that deep pressure to calm
him.”

Mother of a 4 year old son
“Your program has already been a blessing for our family. There was no
way | could afford to buy one. | thank you all a million times over.”

The success of the program is spreading, and now there is a group of quilters who
meet at Maradorf Methodist Church on Juniata Gap Road who are also making them.
It seems everyone knows someone who is affected in some way by autism, so if you
are interested in helping with this project, our sewing sessions will restart in Septem-
ber in Trinity Hall. You don’t have to sew as there are other jobs like stuffing and
measuring that can be done. Of course, donations are appreciated to keep the pro-
gram going.
