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Some of you may be wondering why I am writing to you about Joseph in the March issue of 
the newsletter.  It may seem odd to look at this figure of the Christmas story as we are 
approaching the season of Lent, but that is exactly the point.  Have you ever wondered what 
happens to Joseph?   
 

He is pushed to the background in the nativity story and at times seems to be forgotten.  We 
tend to focus on Mary but never on Joseph.  In fact, it is his occupation as a carpenter that is 
most noteworthy in the life of his Son.  So, where is Joseph?  There are two clear answers to 
that question.  Either Joseph is a behind-the-scenes type who gets things done without 
needing the credit, or he is non-existent, showing up here and there in Christ's life.   
 

As we prepare for the journey of Lent the question about Joseph's whereabouts becomes our 
question.  Where are we in the life of Christ as he journeys to the cross?  We appear at 
Christmas as did Joseph, but are we there for the rest of the journey?  Will we be found where 
Joseph is missing, at the foot of the cross?  Are we behind-the–scenes people working for the 
glory of God, or are we simply non-existent in the work of the church, showing up here and 
there?  Christ is present fully in our lives, as we prepare for this Lenten season may we be 
found present in Christ's life and the life of His Church.
